countries and on all the continents; extension of autonomy and
regionalization of higher schools activities; drawing on advanced
experience with the purpose of improving the national system of
higher schools administration under modern market conditions.

The main trends of international cooperation in the field of higher
education are determined in the Ukraine law “On higher education”,
2002.

Here belong: participation in bilateral and multilateral interstate
students, post-graduates, teachers, scholars exchange; carrying out
joint scientific researches; organizing international conferences,
symposiums, congresses; participation in international educational
and scientific programs; joint publications, etc.

This kind of cooperation is maintained between Ukraine and its
foreign partners from 60 countries of the world on the basis of nearly
130 agreements of different level.

In conformity with the Ukraine-USA Charter on strategic
partnership, in recognition of the vital significance of extending
contacts between the peoples of Ukraine and USA, active scientific
exchanges between Ukraine and USA have been going on since
early 90ies, under the auspices of the American government.

The programs of cooperation are financed by the Congress, the
State Department and the US Agency for International Development
and realized through a number of American organizations, such as
the International Research and Exchanges Board (IREX), the
American Council for International Education, Fulbright Program,
“Open World” Program, Future Leaders Exchange Program,
Professional Fellowship Program, Bachelor Exchange Program,
Hubert H. Humphrey Fellowship Program, Edmund S. Muskiy
Graduate Fellowship Program and others.

We are going to further actively facilitate educational and scientific
exchanges and activities along the lines of the above-mentioned
initiatives.

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Next year we shall together mark the 20" Anniversary of the
Fulbright Program operation in Ukraine, the oldest and most
prestigious international program of scholars and students exchange,
financed by the US government. The objective of the program is
improving mutual understanding between the peoples of Ukraine
and USA by way of scientific researches and exchanges.

Its worth mentioning that since 1992 nearly 700 Ukrainian
scholars, students and young specialists have visited USA for a course
of studies or doing scientific research as participants in the Fulbright
Program.

More than 400 US scholars and students have visited Ukraine as
learners, researchers or university consultants.

During 2009-2010 the Fulbright Program in Ukraine ranked fifth
in Europe as to the number of grants awarded to students (“Graduate
Student” and “Faculty Development” programs), and fourth as to
the number of grants awarded to scholars for doing research in USA.

An agreement has been made as to a working visit to US of
representatives of the Ukrainian Ministry of education and science,
youth and sports, as well as of a number of higher schools of Ukraine
with the purpose of establishing contacts with two international
organizations: The Institute of International Education and the
International Association of Educators.

Representatives of this country higher schools will participate in
annual academic conferences and will have a chance to better inform
students from USA about their educational and scientific activities.

Ukrainian government suggested inviting to Ukraine the US
Education Department executives for establishing contacts and
signing a Memorandum on cooperation. The initiative of holding in
Ukraine the Days of USA Education has been supported.

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UNIVERSITY EDUCATION INTERNATIONAL TIES:
VECTORS OF CO-OPERATION BETWEEN
UKRAINE AND USA

Nowadays it is hardly necessary to prove the necessity of
international contacts in the sphere of higher education. It is self-
evident, that intensification and diversification of the cooperation of
higher education institutions and establishments is vital.

Dynamic changes, that took place in the educational sphere in
general, and first of all in the sphere of higher education, have radically
changed the character of international cooperation between
universities, administrative structures, regional systems of education.

Just sharing experience and joint researches are not enough.

Traditional forms of cooperation are still kept on, no one is going
to give them up, they are vitally important.

But time requires the formation of new university international
programs on a principally new basis.

Both trends and scales, and subjects of this cooperation must be
renovated.

«Bologne example» in this context is a very sound argument:
European higher education has started unprecedented alterations,
which are making European, and not only European university
education look completely different.

Cooperation between the USA and Ukraine in the sphere of
education still cannot boast of many large-scale system projects and
programs, though there are a lot of good examples of successful
cooperation in the educational and scientific fields, such as participation
in contests, projects and programs.

Most of such contacts have a contractual basis.

It goes without saying, that well-known Ukrainian universities,
leading research schools play a key role here.

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Among the leaders is Kharkov higher school center, which has
had long-standing effective contacts with North-American
universities.

Kharkov University of Humanities «Peoples Ukrainian Academy»
is a beginner in the sphere of educational cooperation between
Ukraine and the USA.

Since the moment of its foundation (1991) Peoples Ukrainian
Academy has been working to establish international relations, which
were on the periphery of the sphere of higher education in the 90-s
of the 20-th century, and to maintain its own international contacts
which could influence the quality of the educational and research
activity in a positive way.

At first, these contacts were quite traditional: bilateral agreements
on co-operation between universities and educational institutions,
participation in contests, projects, exchange programs. Among the
most successful ones were the following: the cooperation with
Fulbright Program, Peace Corps, USAID, the Embassy of the USA
in Ukraine, «Kharkov - Cincinnatiy» sister city committee and others.

Since 2006 Peoples Ukrainian Academy has been an active
participant in the American Work and Travel Program, which gives
a chance to 30-40 students to annually visit the USA and thus learn
about the country by their own experience.

Recently, taking into account the fact, that Peoples Ukrainian
Academy is a unique scientific and educational structure that puts
into practice the module of a continuous education, special attention
in the development of contacts with universities and educational
institutions of the USA is paid to the education of adults and the
realization of the concept of Life-Long Learning (LLL).

This aspect of educational activity is of great interest for PUA,
especially taking into account remarkable achievements of North
American higher school in this field.

Thus comes the memorandum on the cooperation between PUA
and Toledo university (Ohio) concerning a joint MBA program (2011)
which makes it possible to achieve another level in the realization of
the LLL concept.

The USA is known to have already made up a system of relations

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and organization conditions, which make the Life-Long Learning
concept not a must, but a personal business project. As a result, in
the USA everyone has a chance to get knowledge in various spheres,
without taking a Bachelor or a Master program. Such a system gives
a person the freedom of choice to decide what knowledge and skills
to get, what sphere to choose without any restrictions.

Unfortunately, in Ukraine there is no such a possibility as yet.
Though some attempts are made to put the concept of Life-Long
Learning into practice. PUA, where courses offered range from a
childrens school of early development (for 1.5-2 year olds) to the
program «50-+» for senior citizens, is a vivid example. But in Ukraine
as a whole the situation with adult education leaves much to be
desired. So, the experience of leading educational systems, US among
them, is of great interest.

There is no doubt, that developing new vectors of university
cooperation between Ukraine and the USA today should take into
account the interests of both parties concerned.

Mutually beneficial relations make this cooperation highly effective.

At the moment, American universities, by tradition, are mostly
concerned with the search of talented young people in Ukraine, who
could be offered to study and take part in research work. In other
words, Ukrainian higher school is in the position just a «donor».
Meanwhile Ukrainian educational establishments are able to be more
polyfunctional partners.

So the problem arises of an algorithm, that will make it possible
not to change, but to extend the vectors of Ukrainian-American
educational cooperation.

And here probably «the law of simple, not obvious connections»
by the famous philosopher Merab Mamardashvili may work. Its
essence is: all vitally important things, as justice, good, law and others
are only in existence, if there are concrete people, who realize these
important things in everyday life. These things do not exist by
themselves. For good to be a part of life, someone must do good. If
nobody does anything good, it has nowhere to come from. The same
holds true for mercy or beauty. These things can only be performed
by people.

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They do not emerge of their own accord, and this is a general
rule.

For example, for a law to work, there must be people who abide
by this law. For a constitution to work, there must be people who act
in full conformity with it.

It goes without saying, that each analogy has its disadvantages.
But to change gradually the vectors of the cooperation between the
USA and Ukraine in the sphere of higher education, there probably
must be universities which will try to transform these vectors in their
actual activities.

Kharkov higher school in this context may be of interest through
a lot of reasons. Taking into account its quantitative and qualitative
indices, the experience in the sphere of international cooperation,
modern scientific and educational projects, it is definitely a worthy
partner.

Certainly, only in case, if the university community of Kharkov
becomes a «system partner.

In other words, if each university, acting in its own best interests,
will unite with others to achieve their common objective by
participating in large projects and programs.

Giving up «tough competition» for «gentle cooperation» seems to
be able to promote Kharkov higher school centre to leading positions
in developing Ukrainian-American educational cooperation and
gradual changing the vectors of its functioning.

The gap between developed
and developing countries has become a crucial problem pregnant
with danger for all the world.

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significant resource of speeding up an integration of social and
economic life and doing away with national isolation.

Globalization brings about the task for universities to be ready to
work effectively under the conditions of integrated labour markets.

Higher school, in order to meet the market requirements, is in
need of radical changes of all its trends and activity areas.

Thus, there is an urgent necessity of extending higher schools
international contacts, making use of all possible ways and forms of
sharing experience, disseminating successful practices worked out
and tested by educational systems of various countries or separate
universities.

Regular professional contacts within the university community
are a great deal growing in importance within the context of a financial
crisis that has been telling on the higher education system, bringing
about instability and unpredictability.

Drastic budget cuts (by 48% in Latvia, by 5-10% in Ireland,
Iceland, Rumania) make it vital for universities to actively analyze
other countries experience, both in Europe and beyond it.

In other words, constant learning of the experience of the world
best higher school systems, their means of adaptation to the crisis
conditions, seeking for the ways to meet modern reality requirements
is a kind of «a chart for university rectors and education department
heads.

True enough, the way from an unsatisfactorily developed system
to that leading the way presupposes stages, each having its own
logic of development, administration, reforming. Blind copying wont
do. But knowledge of the leaders best achievements makes it possible
to choose measures applicable to different conditions. All this holds
true for the Ukrainian-American relationships in the field of higher
education, which leave much to be desired nowadays, but have a
considerable potential which may prove to be of great importance,
and not only for our two countries.

In 2011 The Ukrainian Embassy in the USA launched a

SCIENTIFIC COLLABORATION EXPERIENCE
IN NUCLEAR PHYSICS STUDIES BETWEEN
RESEARCH INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE AND USA

In this presentation I will describe successful research
partnerships between US research institutions and universities on
one hand, and Ukrainian physicists on another hand.

In 1992 a Memorandum of Understanding was signed between
Kharkov Institute of Physics and Technology and Jefferson Lab,
two major institutions, to pursue new projects in fundamental research
in nuclear physics. This agreement created a basis for Ukrainian
physicists to participate in international collaborative research in a
newly constructed National nuclear laboratory, Jefferson Lab in USA,
a 500 million dollar research facility of the US Department of Energy.
The Ukrainian group — several members of which were recent
graduates of Physics & Technology Department of Kharkov National

Ilepexnao T. M. Tumowenxosoi
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University — made a significant contribution to scientific research
activity together with their US partners. Asaresult, for past 19 years
of active scientific collaboration they co-authored about 50 scholarly
papers published in the most prestigious scientific journals around
the world.

There exist several programs that can sponsor participation of
Ukrainian physicists in international research. Most of the funding
for nuclear research comes from federal government through National
Science Foundation (NSF) or Department of Energy (DOE). While
National labs are sponsored by separately allocated federal funds,
university professors apply for research grants individually. Graduate
students at the universities who work on their Ph.D. projects, play
an important role in the research centered at National labs.

Most of Ukrainian students who are involved in the US nuclear
physics research are actually students of US universities. I believe
new joint Ukrainian-US programs need to be established so that
Ukrainian students would maintain affiliation in Ukrainian universities
and receive their scientific degrees there, while having an opportunity
to be actively involved in international collaborative research in the
US.

THE EXPERIENCE OF COOPERATION

WITH AMERICAN PARTNERS WITHIN

THE FRAMEWORK OF THE PROJECT
«SCHOOL OF BUSINESS FOR SENIOR PUPILS»

Including in school curricula courses on the basics of
entrepreneurship with a view of familiarizing pupils with the basic
concepts of business has become quite popular in recent years.
However, the underlying concern is whether, having taken the course,
pupils will be able to deal with practical tasks in real life. This was
the question posed by the initiators of the project «School of Business
for Senior Pupilsy. Started in 2010 and still unique in Ukraine, the
project has successfully been implemented in People’s Ukrainian
Academy (Kharkov) for 10-11 grade pupils of the Specialized
Economics and Law School. The main objectives of the project
«School of Business for Senior Pupils» include familiarizing pupils
with real business, development of academic motivation,
entrepreneurial and other skills necessary for successful career
development.

Within the project five groups of high school pupils are to work
out a set of business ideas to be further presented to a competent
jury. A series of monthly workshops with successful Ukrainian and
foreign entrepreneurs is conducted to aid students. The topics of the
workshops are all business-related and cover certain aspects of
business such as organization of production, staff recruitment and
adaptation, marketing, finance, social responsibility of business, etc.

Despite the fact that the main objective of the initiators of the
project «School of Business for Senior Pupils» is to prove the
feasibility of building a successful and civilized business in Ukraine,
the first 2010 workshop was conducted by the U.S. businessman
David Arnold. An experienced entrepreneur, David Arnold

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was involved in NASA projects. At present he is on the academic
staff at the University of Minnesota (USA) where he lectures on
the «Basics of Business». At PUA he lectured the pupils on how a
business idea is formed and implemented using world-renowned
companies and their founders as examples. The students were able
not only to receive interesting and useful information but practise
their English and ask the lecturer a number of questions.

The other workshops within the framework of the project «School
of Business for Senior Pupils» were conducted with successful
Kharkov businessmen all of which started their own business from
scratch and have managed to achieve sustainable success. The
students got a clear insight into the intricacies of setting up a business,
starting from the idea stage and finishing with implementation of the
project and keeping it working.

Another interesting Ukraine-U.S. workshop was conducted at
the final stage of the project «School of Business for Senior Pupils»
with American tenth-graders from the city of Milton, Minnesota,
and their teacher on entrepreneurship Marcus Graham. PUA pupils
told their American «colleagues» about their country, their native
city and school and learnt a lot of interesting facts about schooling in
the United States of America.

The problems encountered by the PUA pupils in the course of
work on their business ideas related to various aspects of entrepre-
neurship. They were successfully solved by means of consultations
with entrepreneurs. The consultations were organized by senior
students of the department of «Business Administration» of PUA
who supervised the work of the project participants. Thus, the project
involved pupils, students, lecturers and entrepreneurs.

The final presentation included four business ideas. The teams
successfully stood the test and answered the questions of the
competent jury. The project «School of Business for Senior Pupilsy»
helped the PUA pupils to gain invaluable experience of teamwork
and acquire entrepreneurship and business skills, taught them to make
conscious decisions, assess risks and take responsibility. The project
enabled the participants to work out the mechanism of successful
interaction between pupils, students and teachers on the one hand

EXPERIENCE OF COOPERATION BETWEEN SCHOOL
OF PHYSICS AND TECHNOLOGY, V.N. KARAZIN
KHARKIV NATIONAL UNIVERSITY AND

FOUNDATIONS OF USA

1. Background. Establishing the School of Physics and
Technology (FTF) in Kharkiv University was initiated by the Decree
of Council of People’s Commissars No. 225-96ss (special folder)
“On the training of engineers-physicists and experts in the field of
Physics of Atomic Nucleus and in Radiochemistry”, January 28,
1946 (see the second volume of Soviet Atomic Project). Under this
Decree the training was charged to the Moscow, Leningrad, Kiev
and Kharkiv State Universities, as well as Moscow Mechanical and
Leningrad Polytechnic Institutes. Since 1948, the training of specialists
in the field of Nuclear Physics was carried out at a special
department, that was organized within the School of Physics and
Mathematics of Kharkiv State University. On November 21, 1962,
the decree Ne 780 “About establishing the School of Physics and

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Technology, new departments and combining the small departments
at O.M. Gorky Kharkiv State University” was signed by the Minister
of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Ukrainian SSR.

Along with fundamental training of students at FTF, their obligatory
work in laboratories of Kharkiv Institute of Physics and Technology
(KhIPhT) was the important feature of studying at FTF, at least,
since the third or fourth course. Leading scientists of KhIPhT took
part in teaching at the Departments along with the regular Professors
of FTF. It is very important that practicing scientists actively
participated in the training of young professionals who then came to
the laboratories of KhIPhT after graduating FTF as trained
researchers. A usual form of the students work was their enrollment
to KhIPhT at the positions of technicians. Much later, such system
of training was called as “fiztekh.”

For almost 50 years of its existence fiztekh gave more than three
thousand specialists to the country’s economy. Each third graduate
of FTF defended his Candidate thesis. There are 23 academicians
and corresponding members, 2 Heroes of Socialist Labor among the
graduates of FTF, more than 60 persons became winners of various
prizes (including Lenin, State of the USSR and Ukraine, Academic
Prizes named after Sinelnikov K.D., Bogolyubov M.M., Krylov O.M.,
etc.). There are directors of research institutes and large industrial
enterprises among the graduates of FTF. Graduates of FTF work in
leading research institutes and universities. In August 2010, the
Decree Ne 855/2010 was signed by the President of Ukraine, and
the title of Hero of Ukraine with the Order of the State awarded to
V.G. Baryakhtar, who is an Adviser of the Presidium of NAS of
Ukraine, Director of the Institute of Magnetism of NAS of Ukraine
and Ministry of Education of Ukraine, academician of NAS of
Ukraine. He graduated from the Nuclear Department of our
University in 1953.

Each year, the students of FTF occupy the highest places in the
National Student Tournaments of Physicists. In 2011, the team of
FTF won the first place at the International Student Tournament of
Physicists, held in MFTI (Dolhoprudnyy city, Moscow region).

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2. Research within the Science and Technology Centre in
Ukraine (STCU). In 1994, the Decree of the President of Ukraine
enacted the Treaty establishing the STCU. The state budget of USA
was and remains the main source of funding for this international
institution. In December 1995, STCU Board of Governors approved
the financing of the first 12 projects at its meeting. Total amount
was $ 1.7 million. Since then scientists of FTF over two dozen times
won the competition for research grants by STCU, including those
with funding from the U.S. Government for more than two million
dollars. These projects were concerned with solving various problems
of Nuclear Physics, Radiation Physics, Plasma Physics and Plasma
Technology, as well as Medical Physics, what corresponded to fields
of research, which traditionally were and are carried out at FTF, for
example:

* evaluating the doze loads and reducing the radiation exposure
in critical areas of Nuclear Physics setups and surrounding areas
near nuclear power plants during normal operation of nuclear power
plants and emergency situations,

« investigation of high-performance converter of bremsstrahlung
of new generation for sterilization facilities,

* development of recourse and energy saving technology of
producing the high-strength and corrosion-resistant composite
materials using microwave energy and ionizing radiation,

* development of new methods of ultrasound imaging and medical
diagnostics,

* studying the active method of detecting the fissile materials
used in nuclear weapons,

* development of a combined telescope for measuring the flow
of charged particles of high energies in near space, and for dosimetric
purposes.

STCU approach to project selection, funding procedure, the way
of communicating with the staff of scientists during inspections, etc
gave scientific and technical staff of scientific institutions of Ukraine

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in the civilized world. Financing the project staff directly (not
institutions as a whole) gave an example of an equitable payment
for scientific and technical work. The participation of scientists of
our School in STCU projects has given an opportunity to strengthen
the equipment park of scientific laboratories, to visit international
conferences and establish direct, beneficial, fruitful collaboration with
foreign colleagues, to gain invaluable experience of participating in a
fair competition for grants, as well as experience of working with
qualified and honest (!) managers and bookkeepers of STCU.

STCU policy towards former “weapon” scientists has given
obviously positive results: in case of available experience and scientific
achievements, they were able to shift to carrying out research in
peaceful areas related to environmental protection, energy-saving
technologies, strengthening health and improving the quality of life.

3. Research within the Civilian Research and Development
Foundation (CRDF). CRDF funded a few projects at the FTF. In
particular, the School won the CRDF Award # UE2-2226 “ Spatial
distribution and interaction of defects in magnesium aluminate spinel,
based on the kinetic studies of irradiation induced processes using
optical methods.” The Project was carried out since October 1, 2000
till March 31, 2002. The total cost of the Project was $ 49.000,
including $ 5.000 from the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, which in the long run never came to the scientists. From
the U.S., the scientists of Los Alamos National Laboratory (Principal
Investigator — Kurt Edward Sickafus) were partivipating in carrying
out the Project.

For the first time the optical spectroscopy methods such as
absorption, photo-, radio-, and thermo-luminescence of spinel crystals
were used for kinetic studies of radiation induced defects and optical
centers during the Project. Kinetics of accumulation and decay of
optically active centers measured at different temperature of samples,
at different intensities of irradiation with UV-light and X-rays
unambiguously indicates the existence of spatially correlated antisite
defects in spinel crystals forming dipole-like complex defects. This
result explains of high radiation resistance of spinel crystals to

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displacive irradiation as the complex defect serves as a center for
annihilation of irradiation induced Frenkel pairs and excludes the
formation of dislocation loops and voids. The highly defective spinel
crystals in cationic sublattice promote a high mobility of defects
created by irradiation. Thus, the principal criteria for the creation of
radiation tolerant materials were worked out.

As a result of the Project, 15 articles were published in
international scientific journals. The FTF graduate of Ivan Afanasyev
received his Ph.D. as a result of this collaboration.

4. International Visitor Program. Since August 29 till
September 19, 1999, 1 took part in this program. The program was
arranged by the U.S. Information Agency. Kharkiv delegation
consisted of six young officials ““ representatives of Kharkiv technical
universities, which were selected during the interview with the
Secretary of the U.S. Embassy. The program “Technology in
education” was developed for one country. Within three weeks we
visited 5 states and the U.S. capital Washington. I consider as
important experience, which we acquired during participation in the
project, not only the possibility to communicate with experts in the
field of collaboration between business, government and universities,
but also the way the project itself was arranged. Visits to dozens of
institutions of different forms of ownership were organized for us:
Universities, business incubators, National Institute of Standards and
Technology, etc. We got acquainted with the U.S. experience in the
commercialization of research and development.

Best of all I remember the visit to the office of technology licensing
at Stanford University, which is world famous, particularly, due to its
graduates of 1934 Bill Hewlett and Dave Packard. Even there the
commercialization of research and development is not actually
profitable for the University. Society as a whole has a benefits from
establishing the interaction within the triangle: government-university-
business. Professors of the University create a scientific basis for
new technologies; graduates arrange small and medium businesses
that use/implement these technologies; the government organizes
the interaction, provides the legal and organizational conditions.

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Universities are the gainers, as their graduates are successful
businessmen who later on fund with appreciation the charitable
foundations of their Universities. Business stands to benefit: the
government provides favourable conditions for development (big
business cannot exist without small and medium ones), Universities
continuously suggest new scientific ideas and technologies. The
government also stands to benefit: science and business are
flourishing on its territory.

Today no one in Ukraine will be surprised by University Alumni
Associations. Such an association is successfully run at our University.
Butin 1999, I was impressed with the active participation of graduates
of U.S. Universities in financing various development projects of
Universities: researches ordered by specific companies, scholarship
programs, support to gifted young people... As examples of our
programs of this type we can mention the I. Y. Tarapov (former
University rector) Fellowship established by the Association of Alumni,
Professors and Friends of Kharkiv University and the Fellowship
program for gifted young people: students and young scientists
working in the field of natural sciences: physics, astronomy,
mathematics, computer science, chemistry, established by Y.
Sapronovs (graduate of the University) Kharkiv City Charitable
Foundation.

5. Currently the U.S. finances only one STCU project that is
carried out by the scientists of FTF. This is a research into methods
of obtaining nanoparticles with the help of extremophiles. This
research project is at the intersection of two modern topical areas:
biotechnology and nanotechnology.

Speaking about the ties between the two countries, one should
mention a significant number of our graduates working in the U.S.,
primarily, at national laboratories: Jefferson Laboratory at Harvard
University in Cambridge, Massachusetts; Brookhaven National
Laboratory, New York; Los Alamos National Laboratory. They are
also lecturers at Universities: Texas University in San Antonio;
George Washington University in Washington, DC; California

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University in Santa Barbara; South Carolina University in Columbia;
Tulane University in New Orleans, all this bears witness to a high
level of education in the field of physics at Kharkiv University. No
one is surprised that graduates of American universities do not work
at Kharkiv Universities.

Now our graduates have got positions at U.S. universities, which
are sufficient to establish contacts at a new level. FTF professors
visit U.S. Universities to do joint research, particularly in the field of
physics of condensed matter, nuclear physics. The results of such
mutually beneficial collaboration are publications in most prestigious
journals of the world, including the Physical Review.

Conclusions. We have to cooperate. Our cooperation should
be fruitful and mutually advantageous. We have to cooperate in the
field of education and research, in the field of industrial and educational
technologies.

NEW INTERNET TECHNOLOGIES AS THE
MECHANISM FOR ADVANCING OVERSEAS
COLLABORATION IN HIGHER EDUCATION

The modern world is undergoing qualitative changes caused by
advancing globalization. Transition to postindustrial information society,
expansion of cross-cultural interaction increases the importance of
qualitative changes in the national education system channeling it
into the development of such skills as sociability, tolerance, openness
to diverse ideas and approaches. The above is impossible without
the use of advanced information technologies.

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26, 2011 to the students and staff of NTUU «KPI» by Alec Ross,
Senior Advisor for Innovation to Secretary of State Hillary Clinton.
He described the experience of creating and promoting business
projects in the Internet environment drawing attention to the fact
that nowadays it has become possible with no start-up capital virtually.
30—40% of revenues in the U.S. come from companies that do not
exist physically.

The above is directly related to the use of Internet technologies
in higher education. Many American universities use distance learning
by means of special software platforms, allowing them to extend
their audience and enable students from around the world to get
high-quality knowledge. In particular, the author had an opportunity
to learn the case of distance teaching at Strayer University,
Washington, DC. A large number of the university students make
use of distance learning. Only several times a semester they are to
attend the university in order to deliver modules and be present at
overview lectures. During the semester they perform practical tasks,
take tests and participate in mandatory discussions via chat. Even
occasional visits to the University are not obligatory, therefore the
University can enroll military men serving abroad, foreign citizens,
and even prisoners.

To meet the opportunity for establishing online collaboration in
teaching for faculty from different universities we can suggest a
software platform «E-internationalization for collaborative learningy,
which is being developed within the framework of the TEMPUS
project. This web platform (http://eicl. kharkiv.edu) provides matching
service for those lecturers who use web technologies and, in
particular, computer supported collaborative learning tools in their
university teaching. Its mission is to facilitate e-internationalization
of university education by establishing partnerships with overseas
peers in computer supported collaborative learning. Currently the
project involves ten universities in Ukraine, Austria, Slovenia, Russia,
Germany, and Greece. But the ultimate objective of the project is to
involve more participants from universities around the world, including
the United States of America.

INCLUSIVE EDUCATION AS A MEDIATION
INSTITUTION: THE US EXPERIENCE AND
PROSPECTS FOR UKRAINE

The experience of developed countries as for providing education
for children and young adults with special needs shows that education
is now directed to educating non-disabled and special needs children
together. Within the education process computer technologies,
distance learning, interactive educational technologies are widely
used. A special needs child or young adult staying within the
educational environment in a mainstream school, university or college

both teachers and students.

Nowadays the process of integrating special needs children into
general educational establishments is spreading and becoming a
stable trend in the educational field of any country.

Scientists actively participate in researching opportunities provided
by Inclusive Education as a necessary precondition for a full-value
life of special needs people. Many aspects of integration problems
in pedagogics are analyzed in the works of numerous Russian
scientists, e.g. V. Krayevsky, A. Petrovsky, N. Talyzina, G. Gleyzer,
who deal with integration processes in the field of education.
L. Novikova and V. Karakovsky show the consequences of the
effects of mentoring on a child in integrated educational environment.
Integration in education organization is discussed in the works by
S. Gapeyenkov and G. Fedorets. The problem of tertiary education
availability for special needs people are researched by O. Yarskaya-
Smirnova. The author sees tertiary education carried out by the means
of integrated/inclusive education as an operating mechanism of
integrating a special needs person into society. Ukrainian scientific
research on this topic is represented by A. Shevtsov, A. Kaps’ka,
L. Kachan, B. Statkiv, I. Teryukhanova, O. Yaroshenko and others.

While using the terms «integrated education»»or «inclusive
education», we should clearly understand their meaning. We
understand integration not only as an interaction of non-disabled and
special needs children in a common educational environment, but as
an integration of technologies, methods and forms of education, as
well. That is why it is of crucial importance to integrate and combine
correctly the existing diversity of education activity techniques. The
success and, therefore, result of education depend on it.

The inclusive education system is made up by educational
establishments of secondary, vocational and tertiary education. It
aims to establish educational environment characterized by the
absence of any barriers in educational and vocational training of
special needs people. This complex of measures means both the
equipment of educational establishments and the development of

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special training courses for teachers aimed to develop their interaction
with special needs students. Besides, special courses aimed to ease
the adaptation process of special needs children in an educational
establishment are needed.

The traditional Ukrainian education is based on the partition of
domains of competence. Thus special needs children have separate
schools, while all the other children attend mainstream schools. So
the teaching staffs of a school are not competent in providing qualified
pedagogical assistance for special needs children. This being the
case, children with mild special needs do not receive diagnosis in
time and do not have a real opportunity to receive specialized pedago-
gical assistance. l.e., they have to attend mainstream schools but do
not receive an adequate pedagogical and psychological follow-up.

Analyzing the real situation with special education of special needs
children we can mention both positive and negative sides of this
process. The positive one is, certainly, the physical infrastructure of
such educational institutions which possess all the necessary
equipment. The staff is a multidisciplinary team consisting of teachers,
health workers, psychologists and social workers knowing special
correctional techniques. A large part in developing special education
is played by continuous control of attendants in the establishment
over the life and health of a child. Among the disadvantages of special
education are the following: closed environment giving no experience
in living among non-disabled children; the length of education being
12 years during which a nine-year curriculum is accomplished; living
in boarding schools breeds infantilism, lack of skills in organizing life
independently and lack of desire to bring the needs into correlation
with living conditions. Finally, school-leavers change the living
conditions in a boarding school for the ones in society is of a very
painful character. Ideally a special school should prepare its students
to move to a mainstream school, but the preparation itself as well as
the possibility and expediency of attending a mainstream school should
be decided as for a child’s development stage and type of adaptation,
the parents’ viewpoint and the availability of a school suitable for
teaching such a child.

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Integrated learning solves certain problems in special education.
Analyzing foreign experience of organizing integrated/inclusive
education we can speak of democratic social order with the
guaranteed observance of individual human rights. Sufficient financial
support gives an opportunity to create an equivalent range of
correction-educationservices and special conditions for vital functions
of children with health restrictions within the structure of a
comprehensive school. Besides we should highlight the non-violent
character of the integration processes running, the possibility to choose
from the guaranteed list of educational andcorrectionservices
presented by the system of education.

Undoubtedly these are extremely positive things which deserve
to be analyzed and introduced into the national system of education.
Currently the education authorities of Ukraine seek to bring
innovations to the training system for children with disabilities, to
implement the integrated system of education, and this creates a
number of unsolved problems connected with the budget deficit and
with the fact that the subjects of educational system are not ready to
work in the integrated setting.

Without rejecting the necessity to introduce the integrated
education as both pedagogical and, mainly, social progressive
technology, we should consider the possibility for special and
comprehensive schools to interact taking into account other countries’
experience.

A new model of the integrated education involves:

a. Identification of development peculiarities of children with
functional health restrictions before they go to a comprehensive
school;

b. Lending support to children with development drawbacks, who
were integrated in a comprehensive school, by specialists knowing
correction technologies;

c. Working out a program to correct a child with functional
restrictions while supporting him/her in a comprehensive school;

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d. Working out a program to correct mental functions while
supporting children of the given category in a comprehensive school
(development of attention, memory, thinking);

e. Diagnostics of mental development after a child’s first year of
study in a comprehensive school.

There is no doubt that it is a complex and financially heavy process
that demands not only the teachers’ and parents’ enthusiasm but
puts high requirements for a tutor’s professionalism in the forefront.

As well as any other innovation technology inclusion causes the
opposite response from all subjects of educational process — pupils
and parents, teachers and educational establishments authorities.

Turning to the USA experience in this context we can observe
the efficient activity of the institute of mediation in solution of any
problems concerning identification, evaluation, educational process
of a childwith special educational needs [2].

The aim of the institute of mediation is the organization of
constructive cooperation of the subjects of educational process
(parent — child — school). Mediators use the data of many branches
of science and agencies. Sociology helps to carry out a theoretical
analysis of a conflict. Clinical sociology — a branch of sociology —
not only helps to fulfill such analysis; some representatives of this
science in the USA participated in creating and working out the
system of adequate solution of contradicting problems.

Mediation is defined as humane and creative process where one
or two unprejudiced mediators help the parties find the way out of
the conflict situation. This can be called a simplified variant of
negotiations. A mediator creates the atmosphere of confidence which
stimulates the parties to hold a productive discussion. The best result
of such negotiations with a mediator taking part in them will be the
signing of an agreement.

This experience of our American colleagues set in Individuals
with Special Needs Education Act of 1997 is worthy of studying and
introducing into the national education system. In our opinion the
part of unprejudiced expert (mediator) can be played by a specialist

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who knows correction technologies, psychological methods and
techniques and, it is desirable, is good at management and
administration. Such specialists can be trained at refresher courses
for teachers under the specialization «Management of Educationy,
as well as at advanced training courses provided by regional institutes
of advanced training.

The integrated education of children with functional health
restrictions brings them good because they gain the experience of
socializing with children of the same age from comprehensive schools.
Integration has great importance for pupils with normal development
t0o, as it brings up their sense of mercy, partnership, human treatment
of children with special needs.

Considering the integrated education as a positive social process
we can propose the ways of its realization in the system of national
education via the cooperation between special and comprehensive
schools, individual support of a child with development drawbacks
according to the individual educational route. Taking into account
the USA experience we consider expedient to establish the institute
of mediation to adjust conflict situations in the educational process
the subjects of which are children with functional health restrictions,
their parents and authorities of educational establishments.

ACADEMIC CONTACTS AT THE TEACHERS LEVEL

The landscape of Ukrainian outward mobility is very diverse
nowadays with Russia, Poland, Germany, Hungary and the USA
being the major destination countries. Unfortunately, UNESCO
statistics reveal the alarming fact that since 2002 there has been a
steady decrease in the number of Ukrainian outward mobile students
choosing the United States of America as their host country. The
figures have dropped from 2,195 students accounting for 10 per cent
of the total number of Ukrainian outbound mobile students in 2002 to
1688 students accounting for only 5 per cent of all Ukrainian students
studying at tertiary level abroad in 2009. The well-known in Ukraine
Fulbright Graduate Student and American Councils for International
Education Programs promoting cross-border learning can hardly
change the situation as they are meant for only a limited and fixed
annual number of students participating in them. The recent decrease
in living standards and the number of school graduates, rigid admission
requirements concerning the language proficiency, tutorial fees that
are in general higher than in the neighboring European countries are
among the possible and hopefully temporary reasons accounting for
the above decrease.

Another reason influencing the choice of the host country could
be the cultural difference between the sending and receiving
countries. Considering geographical proximity, long-standing cultural
and historical bonds with certain Central, Eastern and Western-
European countries and the former USSR Republics as well as the
ongoing processes of Eurointegration, it can be assumed that
prospective mobile students are likely to choose one of those countries
as their educational destination. The above assumption is in line with
UNESCO statistics showing that in 2009 40,7% of Ukrainian mobile

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students choose to study in the former USSR Republics, while 16,5%
and 28,4% choose Central and Eastern or Western European
countries respectively.

As we have seen above, the challenges to Ukraine-US contacts
in higher education are quite numerous but can be conventionally
grouped into two categories: those that can be met only at the
governmental or institutional level (international education and
exchange programs) and those met at the teachers level (cross-
cultural differences). In this connection the question arises if Ukraine
as a sending country is doing an adequate job at all levels in developing
the potential of Ukraine-US cooperation in the domain of tertiary
education.

In our opinion, the teachers level is none the less important than
the governmental or institutional ones, as it is at this level that the
prospective mobile students get a first glimpse of their prospective
host country. And it is at this very level that staff in tertiary education
in Ukraine can assist students who might opt for a period of study in
the United States of America to learn about and understand the
international context of their future studies.

From this perspective the tasks facing academic staff can be
formulated to include the following culture-related areas of specific
attention. Firstly, staff should be responsible for providing students
with specific knowledge related to the culture itself, the including
historical background of the country, the contemporary realities of
life and the information on the history of Ukraine-US relationship.
The second area of the teachers close attention should include
information on the role and social position of both the lecturer and
the student in the receiving academic culture as well as the patterns
of lecturer-student and student-lecturer interaction which vary in
our two cultures. Another important area the prospective mobile
students must get acquainted with should include certain learning
modes, teaching strategies and assessment strategies and criteria
accepted in the receiving academic culture. And finally, the styles
and modes of student-student interaction should also be covered by

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teachers as such interaction is most likely to take place in culturally
diverse academic groups.

However, being themselves trained in culturally homogeneous
academic environments, most Ukrainian lecturers cannot be
expected to possess specific culture-sensitive knowledge related to
the academic environment in the US universities. The only possible
solution in this situation is to draw on the personal experience of
those lecturers and students who either have had a period of study
in the US or participated in any of the currently existing exchange or
training programs.

Among the academic and student population at Peoples Ukrainian
Academy there are students and lecturers with such academic
experience. The other group of ‘experts on cross-cultural
communication include students who participated in the Work &
Travel program. They often become guest speakers at group meetings
and seminars conducted at the «Interpreter-Translator» department
of the PUA generously sharing their fist-hand experience both with
students and lecturers and contributing to the creation of new
knowledge promoting Ukraine-US cooperation at tertiary level.

* successful experience of cooperation has been accumulated
on the basis of earlier interaction programs.

Teaching binominals in certain courses involving web-
technology is one of the most interesting opportunities of cooperation
in present context. The National Polytechnic University ‘Kharkiv
Polytechnic Institute is an example of such successful cooperation
with foreign partners within the framework of students training in
Management taught in English.

2. Successful binominal teaching projects for NPU ‘KhPI
students

a. Pavel Zemlyansky

In the fall of 2009 professor Goroshko Ye.l. and me delivered
an Internet module on professional communication to the NPU ‘KhPI
students and the students of James Madison University, the USA.
The students worked in virtual groups on the analysis and description
oflocalized versions of Internet sites of transnational corporations.
Each group included two or three American students and two or
three Ukrainian ones. The project participants communicated via
the Skype, social networks and e-mails. The project gave the
Ukrainian students an opportunity to practice their professional oral
and written communication in English, while enabling their American
counterparts to gain valuable experience in cross-cultural professional
communication as well as familiarize themselves with professional
Internet sites beyond the USA borders.

b. Yelena Reshetnyak

During the last three or four years | have been inviting peer
professors from western universities and specialists working in
international companies to participate delivering my course. This
format seems appealing for a number of reasons. Thus, the invitation
of professor Edward Lusk from the SUNY University, Plattsburgh
(http://www.plattsburgh.edu/) was aimed at supplementing the course
of Financial Management for Master students with the expertise on
data usage in the format of time-series from financial markets.

The students were given an opportunity to consider in advance a

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considerable volume of material on financial risks which was the
basis for a three-hour seminar; work with the existing database using
special statistical package has been demonstrated followed by a
special task set to the students.

Participation of guest-speakers from business via video-
conferencing within the framework of the course Doing Business in
Eastern Europe: Ukraine, Russia, and Belarus which I have been
delivering in Magdeburg University, Germany for several years is
another example. The reason for choosing this format is contributing
real experience of international managers working in Eastern Europe
to the course. During the last two years my students have had an
opportunity to meet five representatives of such Western companies.
Participation in the course of the employees of the ILF law firm of
Kharkov has also become traditional. They cover issues of the legal
forms of running business in Ukraine, peculiarities of foreign citizens
employment and taxation of foreign capital companies. The
communication is held in English. The study of the subject area
connected with the peculiarities of education in Ukraine and its culture
is successfully carried out with distant participation of project groups
of my students from KhPI.

The students participating in such projects witness to their success.
The essays written by students on completion of Y. Reshetnyaks
course and the surveys held reflect the importance of the video-
conferencing part of the course. The students taking floor at the
master class on using video-conferencing in education process, held
in February, 2011 in NTU “KhPI”, characterize this format as ‘live
education targeted at international scientific achievements and
practice.

It is necessary to note that the good knowledge of Ukrainian
economy, lifestyle, and university education evidenced by German
students promoted first mobility exchange programs with Magdeburg
University. As a result four students from Magdeburg University
have had a period of studies in KhPI.

The students interviewed by Zemlyanskiy and Goroshko assessed

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beneficial. Publications based on the interview results are being
prepared by Zemlyanskiy and Goroshko.

Summer School programs are of special interest as they present
an interesting combination of distance interaction and direct joint
teaching formats.

3. Prerequisites for web-based projects success

To our mind fruitful direct cooperation of partners within the
framework of large international projects is very important at the
prior stage. It provides for valuable experience in cross-culture
interaction, skills of cooperation within the framework of joint projects,
understanding of the peculiarities of the university systems the
partners, and clear cooperation prospects.

The great contribution of projects supported by Education and
Culture Exchange Bureau, USA is obvious. In this respect, the seven
years experience of partnership with lowa State University was
very beneficial. The 1998-2005 partnership projects included:
Strengthening Partnership to Promote Economic Development in
Kharkiv, 2001-2005; Retraining Women-Scientists for New Economic
Conditions in Ukraine, 1998-2001; lowa State University — NTU
“KhPI”, BECA, USA.

A team of pioneer lecturers formed at the School of Business
and Finances started and has successfully developed the first
education program for students to be trained in “Management in
Foreign Economic Activity” with most subjects delivered in English.
The two other programs Partnership Program on Education for
Engineers in Ukraine: lowa State University — NTU “KPI”,
Engineering Information Foundation, 2005-2007; 2002-2004
accounted for first experience in distance education.

A series of current NTU “KPI” co-projects on cooperation with
European universities opens new opportunities for efficient
cooperation between colleagues from various countries.

Skills in using various formats of WEB-technologies are essential
for carrying out such projects. Faculty can gain such skills easily.

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4. Project Tips

The projects like those described above are gaining on popularity.
A number of similar initiatives have been described and analyzed in
the USA academic literature of the recent years. Further development
of similar activities is desirable and we propose the following
recommendations to that end:

* Working out such projects is time-consuming and requires
patience. Its very important to think over all the details of the project:
students tasks, schedule, communication means, etc.

* Its necessary to prepare students for work in virtual groups.
Such preparation can be realized within the framework of the project.

* Both faculty and students must be ready for any contingency.
For instance, when Mr Zemlianskiy and Mr Goroshkos project was
underway, the education process in NTU “KPI” was disrupted due
to A/H,N, epidemic forcing the faculty and students to look for
alternatives means of communication.

» Students should be given a certain measure of independence
within the project framework as regards its implementation and solving
certain problems. Such experience gained in problem solving in
cooperation with foreign colleagues is very valuable.

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entrepreneurial and economic opportunities. This type of program
deepens our international engagement beyond the traditional student
and faculty exchanges due to the collegial nature of the joint planning
and strategy development work necessary to operate such programs,
and may lead to other areas of collaboration, including research,
curriculum development, and teaching innovations. Based on the
outcomes of our existing programs, we anticipate the new
collaboration with the People s Ukrainian Academy to progress
smoothly and achieve the desired outcomes of student satisfaction,
increased employment opportunities for the programs graduates,
development of faculty research collaborations, and further
internalization of both campuses.

Internationalization of the business environment has provided
opportunities for Ukrainian graduates to work in global companies,
and thus created the need and demand for education that introduces
them to global business realities. However, high professional growth
and mobility does not allow current business managers in Ukraine to
leave the country for 2 years to obtain an internationally-recognized
degree, while the MBAs offered by local universities are locally and
regionally focused and in the Ukrainian context only. Additionally,
the interest towards international programs has been sparked by the
Bologna Process, through which 46 European nations are harmonizing
their degree systems. It helps address one of the greatest challenges
to setting up joint- and dual-degree programs — that of assessing and
comparing course work across institutions. Thus, a program that is
taught by a joint team of faculty and combines the needs for knowing
Ukrainian as well as international business trends, conditions and
peculiarities appears to be critically needed.

The Toledo — Kharkov program is a dual- (or double-) degree
program, in which students receive separate diplomas from each of
the participating institutions. The general outline of the program
ensures that all the AACSB-International criteria for MBA programs
are satisfied, including the requirements for student enrollment (English
proficiency and standardized admissions tests) and Ukrainian and
UT COBI faculty qualifications (AQ-PQ proportions). Additionally,

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as stipulated by the requirement, the University of Toledo faculty
should teach at least 6 core courses out of 11. The majority of these
courses will be taught in Ukraine by the University of Toledo faculty
during the time of academic breaks in the US (May — July and
December). We also anticipate using video-conferencing facilities
that have worked well with our other partners to teach two courses
in order to provide the availability of selected electives and faculty.
The program offers an opportunity for interested students to spend
one semester at the University of Toledo in Toledo, OH, and get
exposed to American businesses by way of lectures taught by visiting
executives, internships, and class projects focused on local clients.

At present, we have signed the Memorandum of Understanding
and are working on the program and budget. This program will be
the first of its kind for UT COBI in a country that was part of the
USSR. Apart from providing Ukrainian students with the exposure
to International Business concepts and experiences, this program
will also be educational for UT COBI faculty in understanding the
parameters that attend the development and operation of businesses
in an emerging economy.

INTERNATIONALIZATION OF HIGHER EDUCATION:
THE US EXPERIENCE AS APPLIED TO THE SYSTEM
OF HIGHER EDUCATION IN UKRAINE

In the recent decades internationalization has become a major
factor in transformation of higher education. The process of
internationalization is taking on various forms worldwide and is on
the rise in the growing economic, social and cultural integration, its
importance is increasing. The United States of America is among
the countries with broad experience in this area. Despite the fact
that the US does not have any national policy on internationalization,
its experience is worth becoming familiar with for the purpose of
contributing to the expansion of Ukrainian-American contacts in the
domain of higher education.

Internationalization in America. International cooperation in
higher education has been well known since the emergence of the
education itself. However, over the past decades the scope of this
interaction has changed significantly worldwide.Speaking about the
internationalization in the US, we should start with the concept of
international cooperation, which formed the basis of educational
institutions whose objective was to increase the efficiency of
education worldwide by means of students and teachers exchange.

One of the first institutes of international educationcommitted to
encourage educational exchange was founded in the US in 1919.
This was aimed at meeting the needs for contacts and information
for both the US higher education and foreign nations interested in
developing educational links with the United States. The Institute of
International Education (IIE) provided for international exchange of
people and ideas. IIE mission and values were identified as ensuring
a peace and prosperity around the world depending on

and intercultural basis. The year of 2009 witnessed the 90th
anniversary of the institute itself as well as of its everlasting
commitment to develop leaders, educate global citizens and advance
social justice [1]. Their mission statement has always been
‘Technology opens borders, educational and professional
exchange opens minds.

Today the IIE has a Center for International Partnerships in
Higher Education that assists higher education institutions in
developing and sustaining partnerships around the world.

World War II gave another impetus to further develop the concept
of internationalization in America. It marked the point at which large
numbers of people realized the need for better knowledge of other
countries. Thus national security became a major motivator forcing
the USA government to invest in graduate students study abroad.
The Fulbright Program, alone, has assisted over 200,000 Americans
to study in over 130 nations since 1942. The government has also
invested in research centers that focus on specific issues or areas of
the world [2].

To promote the professional development of American college
and university officials responsible for assisting and advising the 25,000
foreign students who had come to study in the United States after
World War II the National Association of Foreign Student Advisers
(NAFSA) was founded in 1948. The academic institutions,
government agencies, and private organizations that combined to
form NAFSA knew that meeting the needs of students from diverse
educational and cultural backgrounds required special knowledge
and competencies [3].

Nowadays NAFSA works to integrate and infuse international,
intercultural, and global dimensions into the ethos and outcomes of
postsecondary education. To be fully successful, it must involve active
and responsible engagement of the academic community in global
networks and partnerships. In a broader context, internationalization

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will ultimately leverage the collective assets of the higher education
sector to create a new generation of global citizens who will in turn
contribute to the advancement of social and economic development
for all.

The internationalization of education includes the following forms
of international cooperation:

+ individual mobility: the mobility of students or faculty members
for educational purposes;

» mobility of educational programs and institutional mobility;

e formation of new international standards of educational
programs;

* integration into the curriculum and the international dimension
of educational standards;

* institutional partnerships: creating strategic educational
alliances.

Internationalization of higher education provides for new
opportunities, facilitates access to higher education and improves its
quality, introduces innovation practices into higher education systems,
strengthens international cooperation.

The current idea of internationalization of higher education in the
USA involves responsibility of institutions to provide all of their
students with in-depth knowledge and understanding of other cultures,
other languages, and global issues. The above ground rules for
internationalizing have defined the following tasks for their
implementation:

* require that all graduates demonstrate competence in at least
one foreign language;

» encourage understanding of at least one other culture;
* increase understanding of global systems;

* revamp curricula to reflect the need for international
understanding;

* build consortia to enhance capabilities;
* cooperate with institutions in other countries, etc.

While the rationale for internationalization seems convincing, there
is a history of experience and real challenges for all involved. These
aspects were discussed in the reporton U.S. universities internationa-
lization policies and strategies — «nternationalization of US Higher
Education in a Time of Declining Resources» [4].

The authors note the following features of the internationalization
of the USin the current economic crisis.

1. Being more international requires more financial resources,
which is always a scare on any campus. Thus faculty can resist
moves toward internationalization for fear of losing their current
budgets, or even their jobs, as it will be preferable to hire people with
expertise in international matters.

2. Changing course requirements is another area where change
comes slowly.

3. A truly international campus will need to change food options
for students, the selection of guest lecturers, the selection of text
books, the display of art work, and much more.

4. Even the words «globalization» and «internationalization» are
threatening to some people. They may fear that a higher degree of
internationalization will lessen peoples loyalty to their own country
and culture.

5. Language is another challenge. While English is the worlds
language of commerce today, many Americans are not too aggressive
in promoting foreign languages; they underestimate the challenge of
language training, translation, and the availability of learning resources
in accessible languages.

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Talking about students, it should be noted that traditionally, the
typical profile of the US student studying abroad featured a full-
time, wealthy, traditional age and female student. Today‘s U.S. student
is likely to have at least one of the following characteristics: be a
member of a minority group, work while attending college, or be
over the age of 25. [4] Some salient characteristics of U.S. students
are as follows:

In 2007, nearly four in ten students were enrolled part-time and
32 per cent were members of minority groups. (NCES, n.d.).

In 2008, about 40 per cent of students were 25 or older (That
population is predicted to grow at about twice the rate of students
under 25) (NCES, n.d).

Nowadays US students are likely to work: 45 per cent of full-
time students have jobs, as do 79 per cent of part-time students. Of
the latter group, 44 per cent work 35 hours a week or more (Almanac
of Higher Education, 2011).

This job-oriented view of education also shapes students interest
in education abroad, so that experiences perceived as enhancing
students job prospects are popular among students. The growing
interest in internships abroad attests to this trend.

In 2001 Robert C. Andringa, Ph.D. President of Council for
Christian Colleges & Universities in Washington concluded in his
report that, increasingly, high school students would expect
international training from their colleges and universities, and that
the general public also had high expectations in this regard.

Ten years later in 2011 in the report on internationalization policies
and strategies at US universities and colleges «Internationalization
of U.S. Higher Education in a Time of Declining Resources» while
analyzing current challenges of internationalization M. Green and
A. Ferguson stated that:

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— internationalization has different meanings to different
institutions and individuals. For some, it means the presence of
international students, for others participation in study abroad;

— some institutions are most concerned about their global footprint
and presence abroad through branch campuses or programs offered
abroad;

— progress is also variable. Some institutions, and certainly the
public research universities, are well beyond the rhetoric stage,
especially in the internationalization of research;

— internationalization of teaching and learning is also highly
variable, more easily accomplished in teaching-oriented institutions».

However, strong interest in internationalization and commitment
to advance its many dimensions are clear trends at public research
universities.

Therefore, we see that internationalization is an integral part of
the world system of higher education. Despite the obvious progress
in this area there are still many problems awaiting solution. Therefore,
the analysis of the experience of other countries, together with the
analysis of internal trends and development policy on interna-
tionalization, are invaluable for selecting an effective strategy for
internationalization of higher education in Ukraine.

TWO EXAMPLES OF COOPERATION:
EXPERIENCE AND CONCLUSION

Kharkiv regional institute of state administration of the National
Academy of state administration under President of Ukraine is a
specialized educational establishment of the fourth accreditation level
within the state system of training and improving qualifications of
personnel of state power organizations and the country local self-
government bodies.

The institute trains future masters of state administration through
four forms of learning.

Besides, each year about 4 000 state officials and self-government
bodies functionaries of Kharkiv, Poltava, Sumy, Lugansk regions take
further training at the refresher courses of the institute.

The institute has a faculty of social and economic administration
that enrols school-leavers to be trained in specialities «Organizational
management» and «Personnel administration and labour economics».

Since its first years the institute has paid special attention to
establishing international ties with foreign partner organizations of a
similar area of functioning. Thus, an international relations department
was organized at the institute.

Today our institute boasts of longstanding fruitful ties with
educational establishments, state and social organizations and
professional networks of more than 20 countries of the world. More
than 60 agreements and other protocol documents securing effective
cooperation between this institute and our foreign partners have been
signed.

One of interesting examples of the institute international activities
is cooperation with our American colleagues. It has become a habitual
practice to invite Peace Corps volunteers to teach English at our
institute. In 2007 we started our cooperation with Mr. Edward Real.
An energetic man, an interesting personality, full of enthusiasm and
innovative ideas, he was very popular both with the learners and the
staff. His lectures and practical classes were always emotional,
pedagogically masterly, and properly oriented to the professional
interests of the learners. They dealt with various subjects: the notional
ofleadership, the administrative system of US, political life, problems
of young people in US, etc. An essential aspect of Mr. Reals activity
was giving students information as to the procedure of applying for
ajob: writing a resume, getting ready for an interview with employers,
etc. He helped a few students to find jobs on the « Work and Travel»
program. For one of our senior students he even found means to pay
the tuition fee for the English language course at Manhattanville
University.

Mr. Real actively participated in student extracurricular activities
(English club at the institute, meetings at the student hostel). He
gladly helped students to improve their English, of course, without
any charge for his classes. For some years now he still keeps sending
manuals to his Ukrainian students. Mr. Real was also a great help to
the institute teachers, giving advice as to the practical English usage
and holding methodological seminars.

To extend the area of the two peoples cooperation Mr. Real was
in constant search for contacts with American and British firms and
companies and US university professors.

Of great success proved to be his idea of organizing a video-
conference of the institute students with representatives of Unilever
and Nelson companies (Great Britain), as well as maintaining ties
between our scholars and the staff of Pennsylvania and Montana
universities.

After a few on-line meetings of teachers of the two higher schools
our institute could invite a group of American scholars headed by
Mr. Eric Austin, Dean of the political sciences faculty of Montana
university, to visit Kharkiv and take part in the scientific and practical
congress «State Administration and Local Self-governmenty», annually
held at our institute.

Sharing ideas, masterclasses, our American colleagues addressing
four hundred participants in the Congress, discussions at Kharkiv
reseach institutions, a T.V. program on the problems of land tenure —
all this we owe to a great extent to the Peace Corps volunteer Edward
Real.

The projects and ideas of Mr Real are not reduced to the taken
measures. During several summers after finishing his volunteer period
in Ukraine our American friend arranged with the institute authorities
for scores of young Ukrainian enthusiasts to be accommodated in the
Kharkiv Regional Institute of Public Administration hostel to run
summer camps where our youth was trained in leadership art and
social projects designing. Mr Real organized and participated in running
similar camps held in 2007-2009 in Kyiv, Ternopil and Mykolaiv. These
camps appeared to be a splendid continuation of the series of day-off
seminars on leadership which Mr Real had held for Kharkiv studentship
(at his own expense) during his volunteer activities.

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But the real demonstration of goodwill and humanity was the
American citizens attitude to small destitute of our city. Mr. Real
together with a group of the institute students founded a charity
foundation to help the children of one of the Kharkiv regional
orphanages for under-age children and organized city-wide events
in their support.

The success guarantee of Mr Real, the volunteer of the Peace
Corps mission, is his unbiased wish to aid the youth in their self-
actualization and active civic stand formation as we see it. He often
expressed an opinion that young Ukrainians lack neither talent nor
diligence; but their problem sometimes consists in the lack of someone
who would advise, cheer, help their dreams come true, so to say
open the door into the unknown world of intercultural communication.
While staying in Ukraine he always tried to promote his noble activities
which reflect credit on him.

When you come to think of the reason for communication with
the representatives of other countries being valuable its often more
than gaining language skills or useful information. The main point of
international contacts is mutual understanding, ability to trust and
adopt each others best experience in spite of the difference in
mentality and opinions. That is why academic exchange brings success
to foreign experts and visiting lecturers who are ready for a dialogue,
are open, eager to communicate and share their professional and
life experience. However, its not the common approach.

Our cooperation within the framework of the Fulbright program
in Ukraine is another example of the cooperation with American
colleagues. At the beginning of 2010 the Kharkiv Regional Institute
of Public Administration played host to an visiting lecturer from the
California State University (Long Beach), professor of the Public
Policy and Administration School, Dr Linda Marie Sandstriim, who
came for a semester to lecturer on «The Effective Public Programs
Creating, Evaluation and Financingy.

The visit of Dr Sandstrium had been preceded by prolonged and

work task samples etc. The institute did its best for the lecturer and
her husband to have convenient conditions for work, accommodation
and rest, having provided them with the services of a professional
cook, maids, a driver and a private doctor at request, everyday
monitoring concerning any question from the International and Public
Relations Department, coordination of the experts academic activity
by the corresponding Public Administration and Management
department, attention from the institute authorities and faculty.

But this was not enough to save the project. Even Dr. Sandstriims
intimate knowledge of the subject and her practical experience in
the sphere of public policy development did not help: the contact
between the lecturer and the students did not emerge, and the post-
graduates group had to give her course up at all. Actually the
communication process stopped as soon as the bell rang. During
half'a year of being on a visit to Kharkiv the couple didnt try to come
into contact either with their colleagues or even with their hostel
neighbours. The lack of interest in the institute life, the indifference
for students study process needs created a vacuum zone around the
American professor. As a result weve got misunderstanding, common
skeptical attitude towards the programs the above mentioned
foundation proposes.

The contrasting examples given above, no doubt, are not enough
to embrace all the variety of the Kharkiv Regional Institute of Public
Administration contacts with the American partners.

We should mention the repeated visits of our workers to the USA
under the Open World program; the joyful trips of our first-year
students of the Social and Economic Management faculty to the
senior students from Ohio, the USA, and the acquaintance of
American teenagers with the Slobozhanshchyna history and customs
during their visits to Ukraine. The friendly relationships of the Regional
Institute with the twin city of Cincinnati could have become a separate
topic for conversation.

Special attention is to be paid to the Regional Institutes teachers

ORGANIZATION OF STUDENTS PARTICIPATION IN
THE PROGRAM WORK AND TRAVEL USA: KHUH
«PUA» EXPERIENCE

Numerous issues of student and faculty mobility have been
actively discussed in the recent decades. Nowadays mobility of the
educational process participants has become an integral part and
prerequisite of high quality tertiary education. An increase in mobility
rate is a challenge to tertiary education not only in Ukraine but
worldwide and an essential component of the Bologna process.

However, it should be noted that as a rule accent is made on
academic mobility, ie «trip of someone related to education for a
certain period of time (usually up to 1 year) to another educational
institution (at home or abroad ) in order to learn, teach or conduct
research. On completing ones academic tasks the student, lecturer
or researcher returns to his educational institution» (Recommendations
of the Committee of Ministers of the European Council, 1996).

However, besides academic mobility there exist other types of
mobility. The so-called summer in-job training abroad is a type of
mobility most popular and widespread among Ukrainian students
and PUA students in particular. Such mobility doesnt involve any
academic training or research but provides participants with new
experience being a kind of «school of life».

Among the programs enabling anyone meeting a set of simple
requirements to go abroad is Work & Travel USA.

PUA students have been actively participating in this program
since 2005 with 30—40 people annually going to the United States
within its framework.

The question about the program being beneficial or not is a
controversial one, and the answer in each particular case depends
on a certain point of view.

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With regard to the skills and knowledge gained by the participants,
the program is certainly rewarding. Responsibility for their own
decisions, non-native language competence, intercultural encounter,
patterns of work and interaction in culturally diverse groups, a lucid
and self-disciplined stand are but a few skills and attitudes gained by
students during their stay in the US. The opportunity to earn money
is an added advantage of the program.

Regarding the academic process, the program certainly poses a
number of difficulties for students and academic staff alike. To begin
with, the program participants are excluded from the academic
process for a period from May to September, thus having either to
catch up with their groupmates on return or go ahead of the academic
program before leaving. In the fall semester such students require
more time re-enter the academic process and familiar routine. In
addition, holding pre-term summer exams and extra classes in the
fall semester places an additional load on the academic staff.

The faculty of Peoples Ukrainian Academy has worked out a
scheme enabling to overcome the above problems. First of all,
participation in the program Work & Travel USA is allowed only to
academically successful students able to take early summer exams
and catch up with the curriculum in the fall semester. The permit is
given by the corresponding Deans office and academic staff who
assess the students language skills as sufficient for participation. In
addition, candidates have a medical examination verifying that their
state of health allows a period of stay and work abroad. Secondly,
the Academy limits the duration of stay in the U.S. under this program
to a period from June 1 to September 1, thus trying to minimize
academic losses. Thirdly, early exams are organized under a separate
schedule. The above enables PUA to organize students participation
in the program while minimizing its negative aspects.

In general, the now positive aspects of the participation in the
program outnumber the negative ones and as long as the status quo
is maintained there wont be any significant impediments to such
form of mobility. However, there are students who due to certain
reasons are unable to participate in the program Work & Travel
USA. Therefore, in order to increase the number of young people

INTELLIGENT COMPUTER TUTORING PROGRAMS:
EXPERIENCE AND RESULTS OF SCIENTIFIC
COOPERATION

Introduction.

One of the purposes of intelligent computer tutoring programs
(ICTP) creation is effective knowledge and skills transferring to the
trainees due to adaptation to each of them, and also implementation
of such important pedagogical principles, as activity, deliberateness
and self-diagnostics [1]. But the obstacle on this way is inconsistent
and incomplete information of the tutoring process, received by ICTP.
The decision of the given problem can be found in creating a tutoring
system able to model the learning process for receiving a full and
correct information on it and choosing correct pedagogical actions.

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The present research analyses the problem of developing the
sequence of pedagogical actions for ICTP.

1. Approach to the formation of tutoring actions sequence.

There are quite a few approaches to the formation of the program
and the principles of giving the teaching material to each of the trainees
[2]. The simplest decision of the given problem is the trainee’s
independent choice of the next task from their static list. Another
typical decision is the formation of the tutoring sequence by the teacher
and providing it to each trainee. But a serious disadvantage of the
described approaches is the absence of adaptation of the computer
tutoring program to the knowledge and skills of each particular trainee.
As aresult sticking to some pedagogical principles at studying of a
new material such as deliberateness and active participation cannot
be realized. For a trainee with a high level of competence the given
tasks may seem too easy and uninteresting, for others on the contrary,
too difficult. The formation of an adaptive sequence of ICTP
pedagogical actions, taking into account different level of each trainee
competence, can become the way out. This objective could be
reached by the formation of the ICTP inner and outer loops as sugges-
ted by the American researcher Kurt Van Lehn in his work [2].

The outer loop is responsible for making the decision as to what
next task to set to the trainee. The ICTP is to contain a set of tasks
ordered automatically or manually by the teacher according to the
difficulty level. Transitions in the outer loop are carried out by
corresponding decision-making model which chooses the next problem
proceeding from «Vygotsky zonex» condition [3], i.e. it should be a bit
more difficult than the previous one. The inner loop is responsible
for splitting of the task into a sequence of steps and providing a
timely feedback with the trainee while performing the given steps.
The inner loop performance presupposes adherence to the rationality
criterion during the next tutoring iteration choice as the final objective
of mastering new competence components (CC) is to be achieved
by a minimal number of steps.

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As the work of the inner loop is done under the conditions of
uncertainty as to the tutoring process and is aimed at formation of
the sequence of rational steps of tasks performance, for the loop
transition model implementation a probabilistic approach method based
on decision-making Bayesian networks (BN) [7] suits best. The given
model makes it possible to estimate the probabilities of each task
step as successful and to choose the most useful of them from the
pedagogical point of view. The principles of the inner loop
performance may be applied to solving various technical problems
whose algorithm can be formalized and presented in the form of a
program code. The next part describes the method of automatic
formation of a transition model for the ICTP inner loop on the basis
of a source program code of a problem solving algorithm.

2. Development of tutoring actions formation method for
the ICTP inner loop.

The first stage of the process of the inner loop model automatic
formation for decision-making of the next step based on a program
code of the problem solving algorithm is its parsing. It is aimed at the
identification of the CC, necessary for the task performance. After
that on the basis of the task CC structure comes the construction of
the decision-making BN, forming a rational sequence of the task
steps making by way of choosing the most useful alternative after
receiving the next evidence as to the tutoring process progress.
Picture 1 presents the scheme of decision-making BN automatic
formation stages for the ICTP inner loop.

The initial data for the work of a transition model automatic
formation system is the formal description of the problem solving
algorithm in the form of verbal information on the sequence of its
stages, block diagrams, formulas of mathematical calculations.

The result of the system work is a decision-making BN for the
tutoring program inner loop. BN is represented in the SMILE format
[4] (a platform-independent library of classes for the implementation
of graphic probabilistic models, as well as decision-making models),
convenient for solving its analysis problems and probabilistic inference
problems.

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For getting the final decision-making BN it is necessary to perform
anumber of actions:

1) The initial problem algorithm is represented in the form of a
program code written in a high level language, in our case in Java.
Java provides wide tools for program code syntax analysis. The
given function is carried out by the developer of the tutoring program
or by available automated tools of problem solving algorithm graphic
representation transformation in a corresponding program code. The
result of this stage performance is a file with a Java-code of the
initial problem solving.

2) The construction of an abstract syntax tree (AST) of the
problem solving program code is made. The object of ASTParser
class is created for this purpose. ASTParser is an element of the
Eclipse JDT API-functions [5] for the program code AST
construction, manipulating it, detecting its errors, compilation and
execution. AST is the final, oriented tree in which internal tops are
associated with operators of a programming language, and leaves
with corresponding operands. Thus, the leaves are empty operators
and represent only variables and constants. After reference to the
program source code the object of ASTParser class will transform
it into a hierarchical structure of the ASTNode type. Any Java
language construction can be presented by a node of a corresponding
type with various nesting degree concerning the root node of the
tree. For example, the function containing the declaration of two
variables, can be presented at the top level by the MethodDeclaration
type node (ASTNode successor) and two nodes of the Variable-
DeclarationStatement type nested in it. As a result the source
program java-code will be transformed into a corresponding
hierarchical structure of abstract syntax tree nodes.

3) The algorithm AST will be transformed into a problem CC
tree (CCT). The given tree is a hierarchical structure consisting of
terminal type nodes (operators and names of variables of the source
code) and non-terminal, containing the information on the list of the
nodes nested in them. CCT can be received from AST by applying

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the Composite pattern [6]. For CCT construction AST nodes
connected only with the CC that are of interest for us are analyzed,
other nodes are ignored.

4) The CCT will be transformed into objects array with the
information on decision-making BN nodes for the inner loop of the
problem. If CCT contained relations between the nodes, with
hierarchies going from the top nodes to the nodes nested in it the
direction of BN relations changes from more nested to the top nodes
of the hierarchy. It is connected with peculiarities of decision-making
BN probabilistic inference as large CC acquirement depends on the
results of its components performance.

5) On the available array of the information on BN nodes the BN
object of Network type which is a copy of API SMILE class is
constructed. The given object can be saved in a file of a Genie
format (graphic environment for synthesis and the analysis of
probabilistic models), and used for the internal program analysis and
solving BN probabilistic inference problems.

Conclusions

In the given research the choice of approach to the formation of
the ICTP pedagogical actions sequence, and development of a method
of automatic construction of a decision-making model for the
performance of its inner loop was performed. Testing of the created
decision-making BN in graphic Genie 2.0 editor at different scenarios
of task steps execution has confirmed the adequacy of the received
model and its ability to compensate the insufficient trainee
competence due to the correct choice of the next task performance
step. The compensation is reached due to the independent revealing
by the trainee of the error reason and character, and its correction.
In this way such important pedagogical principles of education as
activity, deliberateness and self-diagnostics, making it possible to
increase the efficiency of computer tutoring are realized.
